Meeting was convened at 6:00 PM
 ITEMS ADDRESSED

1. The minutes of the Select Board meeting of January 17, 2023 were approved as presented.
2. The Payroll Warrant was approved and signed.
3. The A/P Warrant was approved and signed.

4. Five Tree Growth letters were signed.

The Select Board and Heinrich Wurm  continued discussion of the following 8 amendments to the Lovell Zoning Ordinance approved unanimously by the Planning Board on January 4, 2023, and requested the Select Board vote to allow these proposed amendments to be placed in the Town Warrant for consideration at the upcoming Town Meeting.  The amendment titles are:
a. Marijuana/Cannabis

b. Photographic Records

c. Docks

d. Notice and Information

e. Retail, Prepared Foods

f. Selected Land Uses

g. Formula Businesses

h. EV Charging

The continued discussion with the Select Board concluded with the following items:

a.  The Notice and Information amendment was discussed and it was requested by the Select Board that the time to implement uploading of data be changed from 2 days to  ”as soon as is practical ” .  The Select Board also emphasized that the technology and personnel needed for this amendment is not in place, which would delay its implementation.  Mr. Wurm also indicated that further development is needed by the Planning Board to resolve privacy concerns with the amendment as written.  It was finally concluded that, due to Planning Board privacy concerns, technology concerns, and personnel in place concerns, this proposed ordinance amendment would not be put on the Town Warrant for the upcoming Town Meeting. 

b. The Select Board voted to allow all proposed amendments to the Town Ordinance  be included in the Town Warrant with the exception of d. above, which will be delayed by the need for further amendment development.

5. Planning Board publishing proposal not addressed.
6. The interest rate to be applied to delinquent tax was decided by the Select Board to be 8% for 2023.
7. A review of accounts is needed to resolve the difference between recorded mileage paid in current spreadsheets with that listed on submissions by Meg Dyer.
8. The Select Board voted unanimously to designate Planning Board Alternate Andrew Brosnan to the vacated term of resigned Planning Board member Jan Lansing ( term ends in 2024 ).
